Deborah Blume-Byers is a graduate 

of The Hartford School of Ballet's Teacher 
Training Program.  Furthering her extensive 
ballet training, she studied Pedagogy I, II, 
III, Fundamentals of Movement, Ballet and 
Modern Theory, Composition Workshop, 
Dance, Music and Art History, Kinesiology, 
Dance Production, Improvisation, Dance 
School Administration, Modern-Jazz, Classi-
cal Ballet and Pointe Technique.  During this 
time, she danced with the Hartford Ballet 
Company under the direction of Michael 

Uthoff and resident choreographer Peter 
Martins. 
  
Since then, she has had the opportunity to 

study dance with such well known artists as George de la Pena and Fer-
nando Bujones of the American Ballet Theatre, Robert Weiss of the New 
York Ballet and Wang Shao-Pen of Hartford Ballet.  When time permits, 
she attends Master Classes with David Howard, Frank Hatchet and Alvin 
Alley of New York City.   
  
In 1987, she was chosen by Jean-Pierre Bonnefoux, New York City chore-
ographer, to present his World Premiere Ballet at Goucher College and was 
named one of the Outstanding Young Women of America that same year.   
 
Deborah opened The Hanover School of Ballet in 1984, where she contin-
ues to teach.  She also dedicates her time and talent to developing the 
non-profit performing arm of the school known as The Hanover Childrenôs 
Ballet Theatre and Company. 
  

Ellen Keane has danced pro-

fessionally since 1981. She has 
appeared on the nationally syndi-
cated show Dance Fever and 
toured nationally as the lead in 
The Muppet Babies Live. She has 
taught tap for universities and at 
dance schools around the Midwest. 
She is sought after as an instructor 
at music and dance festivals in the 
region. Ellen Keane is also listed 
on the MN roster of artists. 

 
Choreography credits include doz-
ens of musicals for metro area high schools, community and professional 
theaters and she has created award winning choreography for her stu-
dents. Ellen is co-artistic director of Keane Sense of Rhythm tap company. 
KSR has performed at the Chicago and Mpls Human Rhythm Projects and 
was featured at the Mpls and Thunder Bay Fringe Festivals. The Company 
has performed in the Midwest, Canada, Europe and China. Ellen choreo-
graphed and performed in three seasons with the Saint Paul Chamber Or-
chestra. In 1997, Keane Sense of Rhythm started the Keane Sense of 
Rhythm Youth Tap Ensemble to give gifted rhythm-tap students a chance 
to explore different aspects of the art form. 

Zac Hammer began his dance 

training at age ten with Charlotte 
Wendel at Southwest School of Dance 
and also with Densil Adams.  An ap-
prentice with Ballet Oklahoma through-
out high school, Zac danced roles in The 
Nutcracker, Dracula, Coppelia, The Fire-
bird and Romeo and Juliet among oth-
ers.  
 
In 1999 he was named Dance Americaôs 
ñMale Dancer of the Yearò, and has re-

ceived Overall High Score competing 
with two of his solo pieces.  Zac was 
awarded the Tom Adams Scholarship by 
the Dallas Dance Council and attended 

the American Dance Festival, where he participated in the International 
Choreographers Commissioning Program.  
 
In 2007, Zac graduated summa cum laude with a BFA in dance perform-
ance from Southern Methodist University, where his original choreography 
was produced as part of the Mainstage Season throughout his tenure. 
While at SMU he danced works by Martha Graham, Paul Taylor, William 
Forsythe, Joost Antoine Vrouenraets, Agnes DeMille and Alison Chase.   
 
During the past summers, Zac has had the opportunity to attend the 
American Ballet Theatre, Julliard, and Paul Taylor summer Intensives.  He 
has also danced in the Mary Kay industrial show for three summers.  Zac 
teaches children and adults at local studios, and has become a featured 
choreographer in a number of venues.  Currently he is working with the 
prestigious dance company PARSONS DANCE.  

Tammy Dyke Compton is origi-

nally from Arizona. She has been dancing 
since she was 3 years old. She has studied 
all forms of dance but her favorite is ballet 
and contemporary jazz. She has her BFA 
from the Juilliard School. She was on the 
1st National Broadway tour "Movin Out" for 
three years, where she worked for Twyla 
Tharp. The 1st National Broadway musical 
"Fame", "Crash and Burn" MTV music 
video for Savage Garden, Reebok indus-
trial, She has danced for Robert Battle and 

Aszure Barton. Her choreography has been 
performed at the Juilliard Theatre, the 
Clark Studio Theatre in Lincoln Center, 
Jazz World Congress, Ballet Jazz De Mont-
real, Tokyo Japan industrial and many 
dance studios in the USA and Canada. Her choreography for dance studios 
has won many top choreography awards in the past years. She has been 
teaching for over 15 years and choreographing for the past 12 years. 
Tammy has taught and choreographed at the performing arts camp Perry 
Mansfield in Colorado and also Domain Forget Performing Arts Camp in 
Quebec Canada. She taught for the dance convention "The Dance Project" 
last season in Canada.
